Barbara Vergara. Barbara is blind. A native of Germany, she is a full-time
housewife and mother of two young sons.

Problems of a sightless world are new to Barbara. In 1969 she
learned that her diabetic condition was affecting her eyesight -- blindness
eventually was confirmed.

Although the gradual eradication of her eyesight was not painful,
a glaucoma condition developed which keeps her in constant pain. There is no
treatment for her condition. Pain relievers have little cffect, and her eyes are
getting worse.

Total blindness was a relief to Barbara, who said, "I was really
glad because there were no more false hopes. The waiting and hoping had
really drained me."

Barbara thus far had very little training to learn to cope with her

new handicap. She would like to attend the Butler Rehabilitation Center for the
