METHODIST COLLEGE RECEIVES $250,000 ENDOWMENT GRANT

FAYETTEVILLE, NC--Methodist College has received a $250,000
Title III Endowment Grant from the U.S. Dept. of Education.

Under the terms of the award, the college had to match the
grant with an equal amount. The money must be held in the
endowment fund for 20 years. Methodist can spend up to one-half
of the income earned annually from the investment. At the end of
20 years, the college may use the entire principal.

College President Elton Hendricks said income earned from the
grant will be used as general support for the fledgling Reeves
School of Business. He said the grant will generate approximately
$25,000 annually, which can be used "to make a good school even
better."

The stated purpose of the federal Title III Institutional Aid
Endowment Grant Program is "to help eligible colleges and
universities to solve problems that threaten their ability to
survive and to stablilize their management and fiscal operations
so that they may achieve self-sufficiency."
